Member Spotlight ~ Mal Dickie

Malcolm Reginald Dickie was born and raised in Perth. He
began his career as a draftsman, when they still used pen and
ink, first in the Public Service and then for several years in
mining and mineral exploration companies. While in Canberra,
he completed a Bachelor of Science degree majoring in
Geology and met his wife Deb.

After working for several years back in Western Australia, he gained admission to a prestigious
Master of Science course in Mineral Exploration at Imperial College, University of London.

Back in Australia, Malcolm explored for gold and base metals throughout the country, managing the
discovery of several small gold deposits near Cue and a significant 3.5 million ounce gold deposit
near Ora Banda. He later oversaw Australian exploration for a mid-tier gold company until the
government sold most of its gold reserves in 1997 and the world price crashed which consequently
led to his retrenchment, along with 4000 other field geologists.

Mal in the olive grove

Seeking a new career, he studied another passion
of his, horticulture, and started a landscaping and
garden maintenance business in the Perth Hills. In
2000, Malcolm and his wife Deb bought a small
farm in Kendenup, planted an olive grove and
operated an olive oil business until 2015. He also
worked as a contract geologist and provided
horticultural services to local vineyards and olive
groves.

In retirement, Malcolm became a founding
member of the Denmark Men’s Shed in 2015,
served as Treasurer during its construction, and
later as President from 2021 until recently. He
currently serves on the board of Men’s Sheds WA.

Malcolm has been an active member of Denmark River Probus for the last seven years.

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Recipe of the month

GLENICE’S LEMON SLICE

1 packet arrowroot biscuits (250 g), crushed
160 g rolled oats

30 g desiccated coconut

2 lemons, zest only

1 tin condensed milk 395 g

125 g butter

Icing:

300 g icing sugar

Juice of half lemon

30 g butter, melted

Fine desiccated coconut for topping (optional)

Line slice tin (20 cm x 30 cm) with baking paper and set aside.
Roughly crush arrowroot biscuits until they resemble breadcrumbs
and pour into bowl. Add rolled oats, coconut and lemon zest. In a
small saucepan melt together butter and condensed milk until butter has just melted. Pour into bowl
and mix in. Pour mix into tin and press down until evenly cover covering base.

To make lemon icing add all ingredients to bowl and mix until combined. Pour on top of base and
using a spatula spread evenly over top. Pop into fridge and allow to set for a couple of hours or
overnight.

Sprinkle icing with coconut (optional).
